Route on Varangerfjord
S/S Varanger (1868 - 1875):

S/S Varanger was the very first mail carrying steamship in local traffic in Finmark, introduced in a route
on Varangerfjord in autumn 1868. The ship had no post office on board, neither was the captain supplied
with a canceller. The ship sank in September 1875, but was replaced by a new ship with the same name
(S/S Varanger) the following summer
