S/S Nor (1870 - 1882):
Type 2 (1872-73):

A type 2 handstamp is known in black and blue strokes from 1872-73
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Official free-letter (cover) from Hammerfest (post seal) to Alten, delivered on board
S/S Nor in Hammerfest and cancelled with the ship’s private handstamp "NOR 1-10-72"
in blue (type 2); the letter has not passed any exchange post office on its way to Alten
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Prepaid letter (cover) to Alten delivered on board S/S Nor and postmarked "NOR 3.8.73"
in black (type 2); exchanged at the local class 3 post office in @xfjord and with postal
inscription "@xfjord 3-8-73" in pen manuscript. @xfjord got its first cds in January 1875
